Additional information required to support your low cost housing application

When you return your application form the following must also be supplied

1. Proof of your current address 

Please supply either a copy of your Council Tax bill or a recent utility bill or a copy of your driving licence.

2. Proof of your income 

Please supply your last pay slip.  If you are self-employed you will need to supply your last year’s accounts. 

3. Proof of your savings

Please supply copies of the latest balance of all savings accounts you hold

4. Copy of your mortgage offer

A mortgage offer from an accredited lender (this will help us confirm your financial circumstances – although it will not be used alone to assess your need for affordable housing)

Photocopies will be accepted.  Any original documents will be returned to you.

On some occasions we may need to contact you to obtain further information to support or clarify your application.

Important factors to note on applying for approval to buy a low cost home

· The application form should only be used for a specific property which is available for sale.
· Restrictions apply to occupancy and resale of Low Cost properties as set out in the Section 106 agreement (Town and Country Planning Act 1996) and your application will be decided accordingly.  Occasionally we may need to contact you to obtain further information.  

· If you wish to see a copy of the s106 which sets out the full conditions attached to the sale and occupancy of this property, please contact the Affordable Housing Officer.

· The Council will make a decision on your application within a maximum of 15 working days of receiving the documents above.
