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THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION ACT 1990

CONTROL OF DOGS

SECTIONS 149 – 151

Requires Local Authorities to deal with the problem of stray dogs within their district, to include the collection and detention of them for a specific period and the disposal thereafter if not claimed.

The Warden has the mandatory power to capture, seize or collect stray dogs and place them in detention for a maximum of seven days.

Dogs wearing a collar with identification are in the first instance returned directly to the owner.  If however, there is nobody to receive the dog, it will be placed in detention and the owner notified of the fact.
