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Kirkland is already an interesting, varied, enjoyable and historic
walking environment. But it is sorely let down by the dominance of
traffic, and particularly by the challenges that the traffic creates for
those simply trying to cross the road safely.

It also offers a great opportunity to celebrate the unpretentious but
beautiful historic fabric of this very special place. As the southern
entrance to town, it has the potential to present visitors and residents
with a very different image for Kendal.

It is hoped this report offers an accessible and engaging approach to
improving walkability on Kirkland. Many thanks go to those local
people who gave generously of their time, their expertise and their
local knowledge to make this report happen.
